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About Chinese New Year:

The Chinese New Year is the most important tradition of the Chinese holidays. It begins on the 1st day of the new moon and ends 15 days later, on the full moon. The 15th day of the New Year is called the Lantern Festival. The evening is celebrated with a display of lanterns and a parade with children carrying them. Chinese New Year is also called Spring Festival, as an indication of the arrival of spring to the farming calendar. 
During the Chinese New Year, families gather for their reunion’s dinner. The Chinese believed food will bring good luck and bond the family for the coming year. The auspicious symbolism of these foods is based on the pronunciations or appearance. Below are some of the dishes we serve here at Koi will bring you good fortune.

Year of the Dragon - 2024
Chinese New Year 2024 is a Year of the Dragon, starting from Feb 10th, 2024, and lasting until February 25th, 2024.
Dragon is powerful, endlessly energetic and full of vitality, goal-oriented yet idealistic and romantic, and a visionary leader. They know exactly who they are and possess the keenest sense of self among the 12 zodiacs of Chinese astrology.

Dragon is the 5th animal in the Chinese zodiac. Recent Dragon years include 1952, 1964, 1976, 1988, 2000, 2012, 2024, and 2036.
If you were born in January or February, pay special attention to when the Lunar New Year (or Chinese New Year) begins since you may be the previous year’s animal.

Lucky Foods to eat during Chinese New Year
Spring Rolls - Wealth

Spring rolls (春卷 Chūnjuǎn /chwnn- jwen/)  get their name because they are traditionally eaten during the Spring Festival. It is a dish especially popular in East China. 黄金万两 (hwung-jin wan-lyang/): 'A ton of gold' (because fried spring rolls look like gold bars) — a wish for prosperity.

Dumplings – Wealth

With a history of more than 1,800 years, dumplings (饺子 Jiǎozi /jyaoww-dzrr/) are a classic Chinese food, and a traditional dish eaten on Chinese New Year's Eve, widely popular in China, especially in North China.

Peanuts – Bring Long Life
Peanuts (花生; huāshēng) - health, long life, birth of prosperity, continuous growth, multiplication in wealth and good fortune.

Fish – an Increase in Prosperity

In Chinese, "fish" (鱼 Yú /yoo/) sounds like 'surplus'. Chinese people always like to have a surplus at the end of the year, because they think if they have managed to save something at the end of the year, then they can make more in the next year.

Longevity Noodles – Happiness and Longevity
Longevity noodles (长寿面 Chángshòu Miàn /chung-show myen/) unsurprisingly symbolize a wish for longevity. Their length and unsevered preparation are also symbolic of the eater's life.
Seafood Pan Fried Noodle 海鲜襾面黄
Stir fried shrimp, scallops, fish filet, white wine sauce over double fried crispy noodles.
Lychee (荔枝; lìzhī) - close family ties
Lychee Chicken 荔枝鸡
White meat chicken stir fried with lychee nuts in sweet honey sauce.

Chicken delivers prosperity, lychee nuts strength family relations
Dragon and Phoenix – Represents relationship longevity.
Dragon and Phoenix龙凤呈祥
Dragon: Shrimp sautéed with vegetable in white wine sauce
Phoenix: Crispy chicken tossed in a sweet and tangy sauce
Rice Cake – Prosperity
Nian gao, (Chinese: 年糕; pinyin: nián'gāo) Sty (Rice) cake, Chinese new year's cake. It is considered good luck to eat nian gao because it has the symbolism of increasing prosperity every year.
